Instructions for General record

General Record Information

1. USE ONE RECORD BOOK for each project you carry. For instance, if you take two items in leathercraft, you will only do one general record for leathercraft. If you have a pencil sketch and a leathercraft item, you will do two general records; one for visual arts and one for leathercraft.
2. Read instructions carefully. Be sure you understand the record. Ask your local leaders, parents, or University Extension Educator for help if you need it.

3. NO ONE can keep an accurate record from memory. Develop the habit of writing down items in your record or on your 4-H calendar when they take place.

4. A good record will show whether or not you are doing better each year. It is one way to measure your progress as a 4-H member and to get a clearer picture of what you are doing. It helps those who read your record become familiar with your 4-H work and better judge your progress.

5. Your record should start on the day you enroll in 4-H or on September 1st for continuing members and close on August 31st of the following year. 

6. You must complete this project section along with Section 1, Section 2, Story, and Photos and Clippings in order to complete your 4-H project(s) each year. 

Goals for Learning in the 4-H General Projects:


You’ll want to determine what you want to do this year in your 4-H project. List your goals in the section provided. Your goals should be related to how long you have been in the project listed. For instance a first year project member should have goals related to learning the basics in the project area. Advanced members should have goals that are more challenging.

Knowledge and Skills:


This section of your record should reflect what you have learned in the past year related to your  project. The knowledge and skills section should answer the questions; Did I meet my goals? In what ways? Why or why not?

Leadership in this project:


The leadership activities discussed in this section should be directly related to the project. Include items such as helping younger kids at fair, assisting with workshops, answering questions, etc.

Size and Scope


SIZE — has to do with numbers  - i.e. number of hours spent, how many made, time prepared, etc;  you may design tables, charts, graphs, or plot plans to help you explain your activities.


SCOPE — indicates the varieties, different types, recipes, plants, or animal breeds with which you worked.
