3. Read the instructions carefully. If you have any questions, ask your project leader, parents, or University Extension Educator.
4. Take an inventory. List the animals, equipment, and supplies you have on hand at the beginning of each 4-H year and then again at the close of the year.
5. List all project related purchases you made during the year.
6. List all income received from your project, if any, throughout the year.
7. Keep accurate records. Raising animals can be a lot of hard work but very rewarding; we want to hear about your experiences.

8. You must complete this project section along with Section 1, Section 2, Story, and Photos and Clippings in order to complete your 4-H projects each year.
